At birth, infants are vulnerable to the many diseases and infections around them. It is critical that those with close contact to an infant take responsibility and become protected to prevent the spread to the infant. A new recommendation by Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) encourages that a dose of Tetanus, Diphtheria and Pertussis (Tdap) be given to a pregnant women during each pregnancy (between 27-36 weeks gestation) regardless of last administered dose.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Administering Tdap during pregnancy allows a mother to build immune response and transfer it to the infant before birth. This also ensures protection for the infant during the first few months of life, when the child is too young to be vaccinated.
